Last July, Westmounter Arabella Decker
joined the creator of the Wafu brand, Mari
Toyoda, and became the co-owner of
Mari’s Foods Inc., the producers of Wafu
Japanese vinaigrettes. Toyoda was born in
Japan to restauranteurs. She is one of
Canada’s few Japanese chefs licensed by
the city of Tokyo.

Decker is passionate about the Wafu
brand. She draws on her 12 years of global
brand strategy and marketing expertise at
Ogilvy & Mather in consumer packaged
goods to expand it.

In fact, while working at Ogilvy &
Mather’s London offices, Decker and her
team were the wizards who wrote and
launched the strategy for the Dove “Cam-
paign for Real Beauty”, which increased
Dove’s business by 20 percent.

Wafu vinaigrette has existed since
1999. In fact, it won the New Best Prod-
uct Award in 2002 at the Canadian Grand

Prix New Product Awards. Wafu is versa-
tile and can be used as a marinade with
chicken, a sauce with salmon, a dip for
sushi or veggies, a basting sauce on grilled
shrimp or simply as a salad dressing.

What's next for Wafu? A light version
of the original vinaigrette, containing half
the calories as well as a new line of
flavours, which will be launched over the
course of the summer.

“Wafu has got a buzz going,” said
Decker, “once people get it into their
mouths and taste it, they fall in love.”
Wafu is available in Quebec, Ontario and
parts of the northeastern United States.
Decker even has orders from Europe and
the UK. To get your fix, head over to Metro,
Les 5 Saisons, National, Miyamoto or
Marché Westmount Square.
